From the Editor

...fight and you may die.
Run and you'll live...at
least a while. And dying
in your beds many years
from now, would you be
willing to trade all the
days from this day to that

. for one chance, just one
chance to come back here and tell our enemies
that they may take our lives, but they'll never
take our freedom!

You may recognize this from the movie
Braveheart. In the West, we find movies like this to be
pieces of art, capable of inspiring us to become people
who will stand for something as noble and honorable
as freedom.

But in countries like North Korea, where political
and religious freedom is an alien concept, the
inspiration is found to be lacking. Amateur rebellions
are simply no match for the brutal and heavy iron fist
of the Kim family.

Western Christians, when learning of such
oppression, naturally turn towards petitioning God to
release them from their persecution. “Grant them the
freedom to worship you openly,” we might ask. And
even though we rarely pray it, our minds complete the
sentence, ”...just like us.

But as is so often the case, the Bible turns our
concepts completely upside down - or right side up,
depending on how you look at it. According to Holy
Scripture, as believers in Christ we are free regardless
of any other social, political, or religious oppression.

And there’s something about oppression that
causes us to trust ever increasingly in Christ, isn't
there? We experience this in our own lives from time

to time, when our freedoms fail us as in times of loss.
Perhaps, likewise, there's something about the lack of
oppression that causes us to lose trust in Christ, simply

because we have so much else to cling on to.

God is inviting us to be as free as a North Korean
Christian. In this issue, you'll be challenged to do just
that: by the testimonies of strong and courageous
Christians, by the history of Christianity in North
Korea, and with the practical imitation of Christianity
in North Korea.

Let me encourage you to partake of God’s grace
in this matter; to voluntarily sacrifice your worldly
freedom in order to embrace the freedom that only
Christ can offer.

Because that, truly, is the only thing your enemy
can never take.
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
